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This Conference will focus on transnational organized crime as an African phenomenon. The predominant approach to transnational organized crime in Africa has been at the regional level.  Whether discussing the drug trade in the west of Africa, migrant smuggling in the north or the trade in illicit diamonds in the south, regional analyses have dominated the landscape.  Regional analyses have proved useful tools for improving efforts against transnational organized crime in Africa, but this Conference will see if we can learn more by taking a more holistic view of the problem.   

The goals of this Conference are to identify the most important trends related to transnational organized crime in Africa and explore the most promising approaches to responding to them.  Each panel will examine transnational organized crime as a truly African phenomenon.  Experts on each panel will explore different types of criminal organizations and activities, noting how they operate throughout Africa, their impact on African and other countries and some of the best responses to them.  The discussions during each panel will give attendees the opportunity to explore these topics as well. The meeting will also seek to explore how these forms of transnational organized crime relate to larger issues such as governance, corruption, the role of nongovernmental and international organizations, the need for technical or other assistance and the need for more research.  

The meeting will produce a Conference report that reflects these goals.  However, it is important to note that no one meeting will satisfy this ambitious agenda.  For that reason, this meeting will feed into other ongoing efforts to address transnational organized crime in Africa at the regional and international levels.
